All Hats
Cut tags off.

Get materials ready: thread, needle, scissors, glue, pliers if necessary and individual hat materials.

Black Trilby $34 + thread (and pink sinnamay if wanted)
· Decide on your feather placement.

· Sew that hat on ensuring the needle goes through the feather stem. Start sewing from the inside of the hat, under the petersham so you don’t see the sewing.

· Make sure you knot off the thread, I always give three knots. 

· Could add Frey Stoppa to knot to help ensure it doesn’t come undone.

· Move individual feathers around so you’re happy with the placement. 

· Knot around the stem of the feather, on underside of hat.

Option A
This is something you can add to the trilby if you want, or make to add to any headpiece.

· Trim black feathers off their block. 

· Add glue to the part of the feather stem you want the bead on, then push the bead up. Let dry half hour ideally before sewing onto headpiece.

Option B
If you want to cover the edge of the trilby brim, you can use the pink sinnamay strips. 

Pin on starting from the back of the hat, working your way around, use lots of pins! Then slip stitch going through top and bottom of pink sinnamay and going through hat all the way around, working slowly and ensuring you have no bumps. 
Purple Comb Fascinator $33 + thread, veiling, beads

Note: you wear the elastic under your hair if it’s out so it’s hidden, or around the back of a bun if your hair is up. Under no circumstances – do not wear under your chin!

· Glue or sew the black trimming onto the side of the fascinator. This one quite thick so I glued but I would normally never use glue on my headwear unless I’m beading feather stems. This is the biggest difference in quality, and why my headpieces take 25-45 hours to make as opposed to one for these! Show how can see stitches on headpieces. If want to sew, may need pliers to help pull needle through.

· Leave glue to dry for one hour, hold for 5 minutes where possible to help it hold.

· Put veiling on diagonal, pin onto brim, and trim off how much you want. Don’t cut through the squares but through the edges of the diamonds to create open ends. Cut off thick border in the same way.

· Sew invisible stitches through every other black square to ensure it holds, ensure you do extra stitches on the first and last square and knot off and the end. 
· Cut the excess veiling off the inside top of the brim.

· Put the headpiece on and trim the veiling to suit the shape you want
· Scatter beads on the headpiece using invisible stitches on the underside.

White comb with feather colours $43 + thread and orange feather cluster

· Cut off orange feather strands
· Glue and thread a few orange feather strands around the pink and yellow feather cluster

· Sew the orange flower onto the yellow one

· With large orange feather, cut a significant amount off the bottom of the stem and either glue a bead to the bottom to hide the gap, hold bead for 5 mins then let dry for an hour, or colour with matching colour texta
·  Trim the fluff off the bottom of the feather
· If you want to, shape the top and sides of the feather using sharp scissors

· Sew the feather onto the edge of the headband, going through the stem of the feather with your needle and catching the edge of the material on the headband. Go all the way up the feather/headband as is practical
· Sew the orange and yellow feather onto the disc and the feather cluster

· Then do the pink flower the same, ensuring knot both flowers off.

· Sew 2 of the yellow and pink petals together at the front and the back to hid the feather cluster stem.
Option

If you want to cover the headband you can do this with the pink sinnamay. Pin and sew in place.
